Total dollars wagered on charitable gaming activities 
for FY2022-23 were $385 million, a 2.3% increase 
from FY2021-22, when approximately $376 million 
was wagered. 
 
Tax receipts from all charitable gaming activities 
for FY2022-23 were $7.8 million, a 2.4% increase 
from FY2021-22.

The regulation and enforcement activities of the Charitable Gaming Division are self-supported by
40% of the taxes collected from bingo, pickle card, keno, and lottery/raffle activities, and a portion
of the biennial license fees.
